1. Apologies and adoption of the agenda 
The following members sent their apologies prior to the meeting:

The Vice President, Agnieszka Szplit, welcomed the participants, and asked the members attending the meeting to adopt the agenda.

The attendees unanimously adopted the agenda. 

2. Quorum check
As per Art. 19 of the Statutes, the second meeting of the General Assembly shall be validly constituted when at least two Members are present or represented.  

The meeting was quorate.
The President appointed Mariagrazia Tagliabue to take minutes and to check the results of votes via Google doc.

3. Adoption of the minutes of the last General Assembly
The President of the ATEE Administrative Council asked the members attending the meeting to adopt the minutes of the 2024 General Assembly and adopt the minutes of the first meeting of the 2025 Extraordinary General Assembly held online on 7 January 2025.

The minutes of the 2024 General Assembly and 2025 Extraordinary General Assembly (First Meeting) were unanimously approved by the ATEE members as accurate record of the meetings.

No changes would be made to the files posted on the ATEE website.

4. Report by the ATEE President
The Vice President reported, on behalf of the President, the following:
Members who represented ATEE at online and in presence events, such as the EFEE conference, LLP and panel section of the Council of Europe

A new collaboration established the ATE USA colleagues: a first meeting arranged with SIG Chairs and RDCs Chairs and further cooperation was planned.
A MoU with WFATE Presidency was signed to cooperate for the organisation of the Spring Conference in Tarragona in May 2025. ATEE would have no financial involvement in the conference but a discount for ATEE members was ensured.
Two new AC members would to be elected by the EGA.
A successful Spring Conference was organised in Bergamo in 2024, and the ATEE membership is looking forward to attending the Annual Conference in Dublin in August 2025.
ATEE joined two Erasmus+ projects as associate partner to support ATEE institutional members. Two more project proposals were not funded.
The ATEE Presidency expressed their heartfelt thanks to Ronny Smet who ended his mandate as the RDCs Coordinator and introduced Manuela Schlick as the new RDCs Coordinator.
5. Report by the EJTE Editors
The Vice President gave the floor to Anja Swennen, Editor of the ATEE Journal, who reminded that a full report had been delivered at the last meeting, 

She reminded that an enormous number of submissions had been received, and the college of reviewers had been established.

The Editors had been discussing new ways to deal with reviews and new reviewers, and members would be informed of the future decisions.
The Presidency expressed their congratulations to the Editors of the EJTE for their splendid work.
6. Report by the RDCs Coordinator
The Vice President invited Ronny Smet to report on the RDCs activities and Manuela Schlick to describe the new activities for the same.
Ronny Smet reminded this would be his last report as his mandate as coordinator came to an end: two RDCs still without a Chair – TVTE and Inservice Learning – and 10 RDCs have Chairs though some elections are needed.

The Associations has now less RDCs than in 2017 when he started his mandate.
In 2023, the Winter Conference in Braga organised by the RDC Professional Development of Teachers was a success as well as the 2024 Spring conference which was verywell attended, and successful newcomers’ meetings took place.
At the next conference in Dublin: strategic planning of sessions and networking to attract new members would be needed.
Several reminders had been sent to the Chairs to send in annual reports though communication would have to be improved.
Two applications had been submitted for the annual RDCs funding: Empowering Teacher Education which was funded and a second one by the RDC Science and Maths whose decision is still pending.

The collaboration with ATE USA started with a well-attended preliminary meeting on 20 January and the presentation/exchange of ideas during the breakout sessions.

The current activities are marked by a transitional phase to hand over the role of coordinator to Manuela Schlick.
Appreciation and thanks to Ronny Smet were expressed by the ATEE Presidency and members of the Association.
Manuela Schlick was officially introduced as the RDCs Coordinator besides her role as Chair of the RDC Empowering Teacher Education. 

7. Election of the new members of the Administrative Council 
The members of the ATEE voted for the election of two new candidates:

Ronny Smet – 46 favourable votes: the candidate was elected by the ATEE members.
Pettra van Beveren – 37 favourable votes: the candidate was elected by the ATEE members.
The duration of their mandate is three years (2025-2028).
